Who is eligible? Students must meet all the following eligibility requirements:
Currently studying in a full-time or part-time capacity
Have undertaken or are undertaking a University Clinical Placement in a Rural area (MMM 2-7 classification)
Studying one of the disciplines listed below.


Health Professionals must meet all the following eligibility requirements:
Currently employed in a full-time or part-time capacity
Currently living and working in a Rural area (MMM 2-7 classification)
Working in one of the professions listed below.

Guidelines
Prior to applying all applicants should consider the below:
Eligible Entrants:
· Students: Final-year students or those currently completing a WA rural placement in an eligible profession.
· Health professionals: Currently employed in an eligible profession within rural WA.	
Video Content:
· Videos must be a maximum of 90 seconds in length and must be filmed in vertical (portrait) format.
· The video should be engaging and authentic, highlighting personal experiences, the benefits of rural health work, and any unique challenges or rewards.
· Showcase a day in the life, personal stories, or specific insights that will resonate with other health professionals and students considering rural work.
· All videos should be submitted in MP4 format and comply with privacy and patient confidentiality guidelines.
Submission Guidelines:
· Entrants are responsible for implied consent from anyone featured in their video.
· Videos must not infringe on any third-party rights (e.g., copyright, trademarks).
· Submissions must comply with privacy and patient confidentiality regulations.
· Any submissions with typos errors maybe ineligible.
Content Usage and Rights:
· By entering, you agree that Rural Health West can use your video for promotional purposes, including social media, websites, and other marketing materials.
Engagement Metrics:
· The top three videos in each category (students and professionals) will be announced as finalists and posted on Rural Health West’s social media channels.
· The video with the highest engagement as determined by Rural Health West’s engagement metrics will win an additional prize.
Application Process
Submission Rounds:
· Submissions are open from 9 October to 4 December 2025. Rural Health West reserves the right to extend the closing date. 
· Late or incomplete applications will not be accepted.
How to Apply:
· Fill out the form and submit your video via the provided submission platform by the closing date.
· Ensure the video complies with the guidelines.
Application Receipt:
· Applicants will receive an email confirmation within 7 days of submission.
· All entries will be reviewed for eligibility and compliance with guidelines.

Assessment Process
Video Assessment:
· Videos will be judged based on a set criteria around creativity, content quality, and adherence to the competition guidelines.
· The decision of the Rural Health West judging panel is final.
Announcement of Finalists:
· Finalists will be notified by email and their videos will be posted on social media for where they will be assessed for public engagement.
· Public engagement:
· The video that receives the most engagement over a set period of time will win first prize. 

Terms and Conditions
